Grounds

Now that we have sand retention edging in place on courts 2,3 and 4 we intend to have the
level of sand topped up. We will be interested to see if this influences their playing
characteristics. Advice on sweeping water from courts 5,6 and 7. The easiest procedure is
for two people to push the water from the far side of the court to the net before then
sweeping the side of the courts nearest the club house to the drainage channel. Alternatives
involve encouraging water uphill, not a good idea and hard work! Please let us know as soon
as you notice the rubber on sweepers become worn so that ground staff can replace them.
